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v Raising people who do not question or think. Training people who are
devoted to a system of absolute obedience through brainwashing
methods in dormitories, schools, courses and so-called «lllumination
houses»-Isik evleri,

v Engaging in money laundering and resorting to other unscrupulous
and illegal methods,

v Stealing the questions of entrance exams for high schools,
universities, military schools and the civil service and ensuring that its
own followers enter qualified schools and the civil service,

v Eliminating people who are not affiliated with FETO through
engineered judicial and administrative investigations by producing
false documents and evidence. After the process was complete,
replaced those people with its own affiliates.
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Charities and Benefits: Made people feel indebted by using methods
such as finding jobs, providing financial aid, solving family issues, and
help navigate bureaucratic processes.

Promotion for civil servants and providing economic benefit for
tradesmen.

Educational activities: Gained human capital devoted to its ideology by
providing scholarship and free accomodation in its dormitories/houses
to poor but intelligent and promising students.
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Abuse of religious feelings: Manifested a sui generis model of religion by
abusing religious feelings and indoctrinated its members that serving the
organization paved the way to heaven.

Targeted the other religious groups which it perceived as rivals
and attempted to eliminate them by smear campaign.

Promises: Recruited new members by identifying their characteristics
and in many cases exploiting their weaknesses.

Recruitment by the promise of providing education abroad,
matchmaking and finding lucrative jobs.
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Social Activities: FETO members attracted people
from all social classes (businessmen, students, civil
servants) at various social occasions such as
dinners, trips and association activities.

Fear/Threat/Blackmailing: Forced people to serve

the interests of the organization by using methods
of threatening, blackmailing, torture, judicial and
administrative punishments, and through imposed
financial burdens making them go bankrupt.
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Endogamy: To motivate the members, to
strengthen their bonds to the organization and
to keep them under control. Members were
persuaded to marriages within the organization
through responsible brothers/sisters

Promotion within_the organization: Motivated
the members by promoting them within the
hierarchical structure of the organization and
provided them with some privileges; for
instance promoting «house brother» to «district
brother», «province brother» to  «region
brother.»
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1. FETO’S ESTABLISHMENT, IDEOLOGY AND STRATEGY

» Establishment of FETO:

v Fetullah GULEN worked as a preacher
in various cities of Turkey since 1959.

v Since the beginning of 1970s, during
his assignment in «izmir
Kestanepazari Quran Course», Gilen
formed the core of the terrorist
organization with his friends.
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FETO's ideology is; “to manage the economic, social and political power
through a class that has oligarchic and at times aristocratic
characteristics by seizing and re-desigining all constitutional bodies
(legislative, executive and judiciary) of the State of Turkish Republic».
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> Strategy of FETO:

When the organization’s structural methods, tactics and strategies are
analyzed; it is understood that although the methods have changed, the
major aim of the organization which is to seize all constitutional bodies
of the state has not.

In this vein, FETO used methods of;

v Gathering source and legitimacy by abusing people at the bottom of
the organization,

v’ Obtaining human capital by educating young people recruited by
student selection groups in its foundations, light houses, schools and
courses in line with its ideology,

v Infiltrating to the core of the state (politics, the civil service, the
court, the treasury, the army, and the police) through a parallel
structure compatible with a state model,
